Notwithstanding the effective date16

provisions of Act 2009-722, for the purposes of any qualifying17

project for which an investing company filed a written18

statement of intent as defined in Section 40-18-191, Code of19

Alabama 1975, with the Department of Revenue on or before20

November 21, 2009, the term "base wage requirement" as defined21

in Section 40-18-190(a)(1)a. means the term "base wage22

requirement" as defined in Section 40-18-190(a)(1) prior to23

the effective date of Act 2009-722.24
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Section 3. All laws or parts of laws which conflict1

with this act are repealed.2

Section 4. This act shall become effective3

immediately following its passage and approval by the4
