not taken to the Supreme Court of Alabama or the Court of5

Civil Appeals of Alabama within the time provided by law for6

taking appeals, or to any annexation the validity of which is7

an issue in a pending action commenced prior to May 1, 19988

the effective date of the act adding this language. Nothing in9

this section shall be construed to alter the provisions of10

Article 5, commencing at Section 11-49-80, of Chapter 49,11

which requires a municipality to assume responsibility for12
