WHEREAS, a single-source contract would create an20

estimated 42,000 American jobs, while adopting the dual-source21

approach could create as many as 90,000 jobs; in the present22

economic climate, where unemployment is at historic levels,23

job creation is among our nation's highest priorities; and24

WHEREAS, the dual-source contract would allow25

Northrop Grumman Corporation and EADS the opportunity to26

assemble the tankers in the State of Alabama; the tanker27
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project may represent Alabama's foremost economic development1

project for 2010; now therefore,2

Department of Defense to adopt a dual-source approach in5

awarding contracts for the aerial tanker projects.6
