To amend Section 40-13-8, Code of Alabama 1975; to
provide that the excise and privilege tax on coal severance
shall terminate on October 1, 2016, unless extended by the
Legislature of the State of Alabama.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. Section 40-13-8, Code of Alabama 1975, is
amended to read as follows:

"§$40-13-8.

"The excise and privilege tax imposed by this

article shall terminate on October 1, 26+% 2016, unless
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extended by an act of the Legislature of the State of
Alabama."

Section 2. This act shall become effective
immediately following its passage and approval by the

Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
