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"A "city" within the meaning of this title shall1

include all incorporated municipalities of 5,000 20,000 or2

more inhabitants, according to the last or any succeeding3

federal census, or according to the last or any succeeding4

census taken under the provisions of Sections 11-47-90 through5

11-47-95."6
