Sulligent Elementary Gym; he also served as president of the
Sulligent Girls Booster Club for many years; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Boyett was a true man of faith and a
devout member of Sulligent First Baptist Church, where he
served as a deacon, taught Men's Sunday School and RA's for
many years, and served diligently on numerous committees
including the Building Committee that worked to develop the
Christian Life Center, which he envisioned as a tool for
ministering to the community; and

WHEREAS, among his well-deserved recognitions, he
was voted Kiwanian of the Year in 1991 and was inducted into
the Lamar County Sports Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, survivors include his wife, Janet Nolen
Boyett; his mother, Wilma Trimm Boyett; daughters, DeAnna
(Wesley) Woods, Lindsay (Michael) Broome, and Megan (Adam)
Heath; grandchildren, Tyler Shelton and Weston Boyett Woods
and Baby Girl Heath; sisters, Patsy Ashmore Guthrie, Myriam
(Michael) O'Mary; parents-in-law, Charles and Frances Nolen;
and brother-in-law; Mike (Cindy) Nolen; he was predeceased by
