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URGING THE WATERSHED MANAGEMENT AUTHORITY, PURSUANT
TO CHAPTER 10A OF TITLE 9 OF THE CODE OF ALABAMA 1975, TO
ESTABLISH THE MONTGOMERY COUNTY RESERVOIR MANAGEMENT AREA
AUTHORITY FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF CATOMA CREEK IN MONTGOMERY

COUNTY.

WHEREAS, the legislative intent of Act 91-602 of the
1991 Regular Session (Acts 1991, p. 1119), is to provide for
the establishment of watershed management authorities to
protect and manage the watersheds of this state; and

WHEREAS, watershed management authorities may be
formed in any watershed area of the state to develop and
execute plans and programs relating to any place of
conservation of water, water usage, flood prevention, flood
control, water pollution control, wildlife habitat protection,
agricultural and timberland protection, erosion prevention and
control of erosion flood-water and sediment damages; now

therefore,
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BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH
HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That the Watershed Management
Authority pursuant to Chapter 10A of Title 9 of the Code of
Alabama 1975, is urged to establish the Montgomery County
Reservoir Management Area Authority for the development of

Catoma Creek in Montgomery County.
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
