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DESIGNATING ALABAMA AS ONE OF THE FIRST PURPLE HEART

STATES IN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

WHEREAS, the Purple Heart is the oldest military
decoration in present use, dating to 1782, and the subsequent
formation in 1932 of the Military Order of the Purple Heart is
designed to foster an environment of goodwill among the
combat-wounded veteran members and their families, promote
patriotism, support legislative initiatives and, most
importantly, make sure the sacrifices of our nations's gallant
warriors are never forgotten; and

WHEREAS, the State of Alabama enjoys a rich history
of service to the United States Military; Alabama's sons and
daughters have served or fought in every significant armed
conflict against enemies of our nation with over 8,000
Alabamians being awarded the Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, Alabama is known as the founding state for
Veterans Day observances and services, which publicly
underscores the commitment of this state to military veterans

and their dependents; and
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WHEREAS, Alabama recognizes and honors Purple Heart
recipients in many ways such as the designated "Purple Heart
Highway, " specialized license plates, and wavier of
undergraduate tuition; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH
HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That we hereby designate the State
of Alabama, in conjunction with the Military Order of the
Purple Heart #2205, as a Purple Heart State, one of the first
in the United States of America.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That we express our support
for and allegiance to those brave individuals who have earned

this distinguished honor and their families.
