Community honorably as a member of the Huntsville Rotary Club,10

member and past president of the Heart of the Valley YMCA,11

Huntsville-Madison County Chamber of Commerce Board of12

Committee and a member of the Executive Committee, Huntsville14

Botanical Garden Advisory Board, and four-time Co-Chair of the15

Huntsville-Madison County March of Dimes; and16

Utility Board, and the Natural Gas Utility Board while19
