Section 1. Section 34-13-13 is added to the Code of
Alabama 1975, to read as follows:

§34-13-13.

(a) Upon entering into a funeral service agreement,

a funeral establishment shall submit to the Internal Revenue

form prescribed by the board.

(b) The board may adopt rules to
provisions of this section.
