HIGHWAY 80 NAMED IN HONOR OF MRS. AMELIA PLATTS

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH
HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That a three-mile section of U.S.
Highway 80 commencing at the easternmost boundary of the
section named in honor of Marie Foster and continuing three
miles east is designated in honor of Mrs. Amelia Platts
Boynton-Robinson.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the appropriate
officials are requested to place and maintain signs or markers

as provided in this resolution.
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
