AN ACT

Relating to Henry County, to amend Section 45-34-231
of the Code of Alabama 1975, relating to the service fee for
the law enforcement fund; to further provide for a service of
process fee for personal service of process by the sheriff for
the delivery of a summons or legal document; and to provide
for distribution of the revenues.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. Section 45-34-231 of the Code of Alabama

1975, is amended to read as follows:

"§45-34-231.
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In Henry County, a service of process fee of thirty dollars

(530) shall be collected for service or attempted service of

any papers or documents requiring personal service by the
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sheriff or any deputy sheriff arising out of any civil or

criminal action.
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pubtic—irterest- All funds generated by this section shall be

paid to the Henry County Sheriff's Office to be used for law

enforcement purposes only. These funds will be in addition to

any other funding sources for the Henry County Sheriff's

Office and may not reduce or replace those funds."

Section 2. All laws or parts of laws which conflict
with this act are repealed.

Section 3. This act shall become effective on the
first day of the third month following its passage and

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
