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SYNOPSIS: Under existing law, the Board of Trustees of
Alabama State University is authorized to appoint
the president of the university and a corps of
instructors.

This bill would provide further for the
authority and responsibilities of the board of
trustees and the president of the university in
organizing and providing for the day-to-day

operation of the university.

A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Section 16-50-23, Code of Alabama 1975,
relating to Alabama State University, to provide further for
the authority and responsibilities of the board of trustees
and the president of the university.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:
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Section 1. Section 16-50-23 of the Code of Alabama
1975, is amended to read as follows:
"§16-50-23.

"The board of trustees shall have not engage in

activity that interferes with the day-to-day operation of the

university. The primary responsibility of the board of

trustees 1s to set policy for the university and prescribe

rates of tuition and fees. The board also has the power to

organize the university by appointing a president or—removing

a choidcut for—cause, whose salary shall be fixed by the

board

styled the faculty of the university, and such other

Section 2. This act shall become effective on the
first day of the third month following its passage and

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
