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WHEREAS, a woman with a kind, caring, and selfless
heart, Ms. Herring took care of and supported her friends
through personal and political trials, jury trials, career
challenges, Jjob changes, and filibusters; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Herring 1is survived by her longtime
partner; precious dog, Maggie; and a multitude of friends
whom she called family; and

WHEREAS, although her presence will be greatly
missed, the memory of Ms. Herring will be cherished in the
