Municipal Gun Court for first-time gun offenders, which is
still in operation today; in 2011, he was promoted to the
rank of Lieutenant and was assigned to the Vice Section,
where he supervised drug interdiction, patrol cases,
technical surveillance, administration, and all vice
operations; and

WHEREAS, in 2015, Deputy Chief Sellers was promoted
to Captain and took over command of the Vice Narcotics
Division, and later that year, he was transferred to patrol
and served as the Commander for South Precinct Patrol, where
he worked closely with numerous business, neighborhood, and
church organizations to improve the quality of life for all
community members; in 2018, he was assigned as the Assistant
Patrol Bureau Commander, where he took over the bureau's
COMPSTAT crime control operations; in 2020, he was appointed
