bench, Judge Durward spent her entire professional career
promoting and contributing meaningfully toward the

WHEREAS, after graduating from Mountain Brook High
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School in 1987, Judge Durward received her Bachelor of Arts
Degree in Economics from Washington and Lee University in
1992 and her Juris Doctor from Cumberland School of Law at
Samford University in 1995; in addition to admittance to the
Alabama State Bar, Judge Durward was admitted to practice in
the United States Supreme Court, the Eleventh Circuit Court
of Appeals, and the Northern, Middle, and Southern Districts
of Alabama; and

WHEREAS, Judge Durward was an active member in the
Birmingham Bar Association serving as a past
Secretary-Treasurer of its Executive Committee, an active
member in the Family law, Women Lawyers (Board member), and
Probate Sections and Entertainment Committee of the
organization, and was a member of the Magic City Bar
Association; and

WHEREAS, survivors include her beloved husband of
twenty-three years, G. John Durward, Jr.; parents; brothers,
Thomas G. Lamkin, Jr. (Kelly) and Robert F. Lamkin
(Angelina); father-in-law, Gerard J. Durward;
brother-in-law, Michael P. Durward (Melissa); and a host of
