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Secretary of the Air Force Award for Professionalism in
Contracting and Outstanding Civilian Supervisor; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Foster accepted Christ at an early age
and was a devoted member of Spring Chapel Missionary Baptist
Church where he served as Chairman of the Deacon Board,
Sunday School Superintendent, and Bible Training Director;
he also served as President of the Sunday School and Bible
Training Union of the Elmore Rehoboth District; he later
attended Mercy Baptist Church and attended Bible Study
regularly; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Foster was preceded in death by his
parents; sister, Sarah Wright; and brother, Andrew Foster;
he will be lovingly remembered by his devoted wife of 61
years, Hannah Elizabeth Foster; children, Aubrey Wayne
Foster, Samantha Foster MclLeod, Charlene Hamilton (Shawn),
Andretta Foster, and Calandra Thomas; sister, Eula Mae
Pollard; brother, Leon Pritchett (Brenda); 11 grandchildren;
