Alabama's Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA)
programs and aims to provide "advice and policy guidance to
the Governor on building a strong workforce development
system that aligns with economic development and skills
training goals in the state"; and

WHEREAS, George Clark is also the former
Vice-Chairman of the Alabama Workforce Council (AWC), which
was born out of the College & Career Ready Task Force and
works "to foster collaboration between government, industry
and education" to ensure "that all Alabamians have the
capacity to pursue their educational goals and realize
long-term career opportunities"; and

WHEREAS, along with his roles on the WIOA Board and
the AWC, Mr. Clark serves on the Alabama Apprenticeship
Council and Governor Kay Ivey's STEM Council; he has
tirelessly spent decades advocating for enhanced workforce
development policies and strategies to ensure employers have
a pipeline of trained and career-ready employees; now
therefore,
