WHEREAS, Nick Dunlap won the 2021 U.S. Junior Amateur

and subsequently committed to play at The University of

Alabama; now a sophomore, he won the Linger Longer

Invitational as a freshman, which was his first college

individual victory; tied for fourth at regionals and shared

11th at the NCAA Championship; won the Northeast Amateur

Invitational; the North & South Amateur at Pinehurst No. 2,

where he went 5-0 in match play; and unsurprisingly, rolled

through the competition to win the 2023 U.S. Amateur

Championship; and

WHEREAS, Nick Dunlap received a sponsor exemption to

play in The American Express on the PGA Tour; in the third

round, he shot a 12-under 60, tying Patrick Cantlay's record

for the lowest round by an amateur on the PGA Tour; he shot

2-under in the final round to win the tournament by one

stroke and became the first amateur to win a PGA Tour event

since Phil Mickelson won the Tucson Open in 1991; at 20

years and 29 days old, he also became the second-youngest

winner on the PGA Tour in the past 90 years; and he is the

first amateur player to have won the U.S. Junior Amateur,

U.S. Amateur, and a PGA Tour event; and

WHEREAS, the win moved Nick Dunlap from third to

first in the World Amateur Golf Ranking, which takes into

account the performance of amateurs in both amateur and

professional tournaments; a week after his victory at The

American Express, he announced that he was turning

professional and had accepted PGA Tour membership; and

WHEREAS, the occasion of Nicholas Dunlap winning his

first PGA Tour event is an accomplishment to be celebrated;

his single-minded dedication, strong desire for success,

constant training, and tireless and diligent efforts to

achieve excellence serve as a valuable example to young

athletes across the country and in his home State of
