WHEREAS, the always growing nature of our state can

be marked by its various towns and municipalities; while not

large suburban metropolises, these towns mark the resiliency

and strength of our great state; the municipality of

Priceville, while young, perfectly represents Alabama's

growth; and 

WHEREAS, located south of the Tennessee River in the

northern section of the soon-to-be State of Alabama, what

would become Priceville saw its earliest settlers migrate to

the area immediately after the War of 1812; in 1825, the

Price family sold a plantation and moved to north central

Morgan County, establishing a prominent presence that would

lead to local merchant, Bob Carter, naming the community

Priceville in 1868; and 

WHEREAS, over a century later, the small settlement

would grow significantly after the construction of

Interstate 65, in which it would be given the nickname, "the

Crossroads of North Alabama"; and

WHEREAS, this growth would lead to the petition to

incorporate being filed on March 5, 1975, and it being voted

into law on April 2, 1975; by the time of its municipal

incorporation, the City of Priceville was home to around 350
