WHEREAS, on August 15, 1874, wanting a baptist church

of their own, the small congregation chose four men as

trustees: J.G. Huey, Manoah Robertson, B.B. Waldrop, and

R.E. Huey; these men negotiated the purchase of four acres

of land at the present location of PRBC from Henry Robertson

for one dollar an acre; this purchase started PRBC on its
