WHEREAS, it is the only college campus designated a
National Historic Site and holds the distinction of
producing over 75 percent of the world's African American
veterinarians and the most African American aerospace
engineers in the nation; and

WHEREAS, Tuskegee University is world-renowned for
its "Legacy of Leadership," serving as the home of the
legendary Tuskegee Airmen and the groundbreaking work of
scientist George Washington Carver; and

WHEREAS, on February 11, 2026, Tuskegee University
will host Legislative Day at the Alabama State House, under
the leadership of President Dr. Mark A. Brown, bringing
together university leadership, trustees, faculty, students,
and alumni to engage with members of the Alabama
Legislature; and

WHEREAS, Legislative Day recognizes Tuskegee
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University's historic and ongoing contributions to the State
of Alabama, including its nationally recognized programs in
agriculture, engineering, veterinary medicine, aviation, and
health sciences; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH
HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That Tuskegee University is
hereby celebrated and congratulated on its profound
contributions to education and service, and this Legislature
welcomes its representatives to the Alabama State House for
